CUSTER COUNTY YOUTH RADIO – EXTRA CREDIT MUSIC SHOW
Produce and DJ one-hour music show 
(5 hours – you must do everything below to get your hours):

1. Decide on a concept and prepare a short (at least 150 words) general description and plan for the show. You have to do more than just introduce songs –  along with the title of the song and the artist you’ll have to give information about the music you’ve chosen

a. Include general idea of what genre of music you plan to play

b. Explain what your theme is. (genre, subject, artist, era or something else)

c. Include an overview of what you need to do to prepare for the show.

2. Sign up for a time slot for the show.

3. Prepare for the show by creating a plan – this plan must be in writing and handed in to Bob or Shanna one week prior to your time slot.
a. List your songs including title, artist, time – make sure you add up the time and have enough music and information to fill an hour but not so much that you run out of time and can’t play everything.

b. Come up with a name for your show

c. Research and gather information to include on your show. Script some of the information.

d. Plan on giving the weather (at least the current conditions and forecast for that night and next day)

e. You will also have to play the underwriting announcements scheduled during the time slot for your show.

4. Gather your music at least one week prior to your time slot. Music can be on CDs (made according to KWMV specs) or from the existing KWMV library.

5. Write and record a 30 second promo for your show at least one week before your time slot

6. Get it on the air

a. arrive at KWMV a half hour early with your music
b. Work with Bob or Shanna to transfer from automation to Live

c. Do your show!
d. Help transfer from live back to automation again and debriefing

You can work in pairs or alone. If you work with someone else you can produce one show and split the hours or produce two shows and each get credit for one show a piece.
