Pitch and produce a radio project that would be appropriate for KWMV to broadcast
(number of hours will be determined for each project):

1. Decide on a concept 

a. possible ideas are: a local news story (must have something to do with the Wet Mountain Valley), cover and report on a CCHS sports event, cover and report on a CCHS academic or arts event, do an interview with a local person, write and read a personal essay, create and produce a series of promos for CCYR or KWMV, create a series of relevant PSAs. Or you come up with something that you think you can convince us to accept.
2. Write a pitch (you will get at least one hour of credit for doing this part –even if we don’t accept your pitch. If we don’t accept your pitch you can do another one until we find one we want)
a. Explain your idea fully – What’s the hook? Why would people listen? (who’s in it? It might just be you if its an essay. what do you imagine it sounding like – include different voices, scene sound, SFX, etc)
b. What do you need to do to make it happen? Set up interviews, get to a game, research, etc.
c. What equipment and materials do you need?

d. What might be the roadblocks to getting your project done? How will you deal with these challenges?
